Summer EDM festivals, in particular, are 

lucrative ventures for artists in this genre. Unlike other genres, the success of dance music festivals 

transcends geographical boundaries, drawing crowds from all over the world. New EDM festivals are 

being established in countries as varied as Cuba, Panama, Vietnam, and the Philippines, underlining 

the global appeal of this genre. In the United States, the Electric Daisy Carnival in Las Vegas is the 

biggest EDM festival, with over 410,000 attendees in the past year, making it the fourth largest 

festival worldwide​.

This pricing strategy not only made their music accessible to a wider audience but also 

catered to exclusive segments, thus optimizing their revenue streams.


Highlight Shows: Some of the notable shows include their performance at the Fishtown Music 

Festival, which drew 875 attendees, and the electric vibe they created at Brooklyn Bowl with 588 

attendees. The self-produced event 'Departed at Doc's' was a sold-out show, underscoring their 

growing popularity and ability to independently attract and entertain a dedicated audience.
